 Train the Trainer with AI 

Day 1: Understanding Modern Learning Challenges 

Mr. Arshad, CEO OF SDI, conducted the session 

- The session focused on understanding information overload and its impact on learning. 

- Discussions included the changing needs of modern learners and how to adapt training methods  

   accordingly. 

- Activity 1: Tear Test – Demonstrated perceptual differences through dot patterns. 

- Activity 2: 9-Dot Puzzle – Encouraged lateral thinking and “thinking outside the box.” 

- The day concluded with metaphorical discussions around “the elephant in the room,” with 

reflections on unemployment and the impact of COVID-19. 

Day 2: AI Tools in Education 

Resource Person: Mr. Chandu 

  - Discussed key computing concepts: algorithms, databases, and RAID storage. 

  - Introduced Prompt Engineering and Generative AI. 

  - Overview of Natural Language Processing (NLP) and its role in enabling AI to understand  

     and generate human language. 

  - Introduction to ChatGPT and Large Language Models (LLMs). 

 - Resource Person: Shri Srikanth 

  Demonstrated various AI tools: 

    - ChatGPT 

    - Microsoft Co-Pilot 

    - Gemini (Google AI) 

    - Claude 3 (Anthropic) 

Day 3: Hands-On Experience with AI Tools 

Practical sessions on using: 

  - ChatGPT – For content creation, summarization, Q&A, and image analysis. 

  - Co-Pilot – For integrated content generation, formatting, and feedback within documents. 

  - Gemini – For writing assistance, brainstorming, and image generation. 

  - Claude AI – For coding, research, writing, and creative tasks. 

  - You.com – A privacy-focused AI search engine with multi-modal tools. 



  - Perplexity AI – For concise, citation-supported research queries. 

  - Questionpaper.ai – To generate assignments, question papers, and course outcomes. 

Day 4: Advanced Prompting Techniques with ChatGPT 

Covered practical applications: 

  - Writing resumes and academic content. 

  - Creating images and analysing visual data using prompts. 

  - Conducting interactive sessions using step-by-step Q&A formats. 

Examples included prompts for essays, poetry, diagrams, and conversation simulations. 

Day 5: Meta AI and Plagiarism Detection Tools 

Meta AI Usage in WhatsApp: 

  - Conversational AI integrated in WhatsApp, Messenger, and Instagram. 

  - Features include image generation (/imagine), summarization, tagging, and planning. 

Plagiarism Detection Tools: 

  - Traditional Tools: Turnitin, Grammarly, Quetext, SmallSEOTools. 

  - AI-Based Tools: GPTZero, Originality.ai, Copyleaks, ZeroGPT. 

Humanizing AI Content: 

  - Techniques like restructuring, adding personal insights, contractions, and varying sentence     

    styles were discussed. 

- SmallSEOTools.com – Reviewed for its wide range of writing and SEO functionalities.
