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Report of National Non Hindi and Neo Hindi Writers’ Workshop at St. Joseph’s
College

The eight-day National Hindi Young Writers’ Camp, organized by the Hindi Department of St.
Joseph’s College with the support of the Central Hindi Directorate, Ministry of Education, Government
of India, began with much enthusiasm on March 21 at 10 AM.

The inaugural ceremony was marked by the lighting of the ceremonial lamp by distinguished guests
including Dr. S. Krishna Babu, President of Dakshin Bharath Rajbhasha Sansthan and retired Hindi
Officer from the Steel Plant; Dr. Archana Jha from Telangana; Ramdas Narayan Tonde from
Maharashtra; and Dr. Purushottam Patil from Agra.

Dr. Nalini Dutta, Professor of English at St. Joseph’s College, expressed that the camp would greatly
benefit non-native Hindi-speaking students. She highlighted the camp’s emphasis on various literary
forms such as short stories, poetry, plays, essays, journalism, and translation.
